A. THE DEVELOPMENT OF EIGHT GRACES...

2. Briefly defined...
Faith is"conviction, strong assurance”
Virtue is"mord excelence, goodness'
Knowledge is "correct ingght”
Sdf-control is"sdf-discipline’
Per sever ance is "bearing up under trids’
Godlinessis"godly character out of devotion to God"
Brotherly kindnessis"love toward brethren”
h. Love is"active goodwill toward others'

a. Wemug "abound" in these eight graces
b. Only then can it be said that we are "growing in the knowledge of Jesus Chrigt"

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That it involves more than intellectual knowledge is dso evident from the Greek word used

or knowledgein 2 Pe 1:2-3,8

a. Thewordisepignoss { ep-ig-no-sis}, meaning "to become thoroughly acquainted
with, to know thoroughly, to know accuratdly, know well" (Thayer)

b. Such knowledge comes only as we demondtrate these "Chrigt-like graces' in our lives

B. IN CONJUNCTION WITH EACH OTHER...

Notice theword " add" (or "supply") in 2 Pe 1.5
a. Before each grace mentioned, the word isimplied
b. Theword in Greek is epichor egeo { ep-ee-khor-ayg-eh'-o}
1) "Origindly, to found and support a chorus, to lead a choir, to keegp in tune’
2) "Then, to supply or provide"
c. Thisword suggests the idea of "each grace working in harmony with the othersto
produce an overal effect”
Notice also the preposition " to" (or "in") in 2 Pe 1:5-7
a. Thisimplies"each grace is to temper and make perfect the grace that goes before it”
b. Toilludrate this point:
1) "to knowledge (add) self-control” - the grace of saf-control enables oneto
apply properly the knowledge one has
2) "to self-control (add) perseverance” - sdlf-control in turn needs the quality of
perseverance to be consistent day after day
Therefore each grace is necessary!
a. They mus dl be developed in conjunction with each other
b. We cannot be sdective and just pick the ones we like and leave others behind

C. WITH ALL DILIGENCE...

Notice the repeated use of the word "diligence” - 2 Pe 15,10

It means "earnestness, zed, sometimes with haste”

To grow in the knowledge of Jesus Christ requires much effort

We do not "accidentaly” or "naturdly” develop these graced

If we are not careful, we may be like the teacher in the following illustration:

In hisbook Folk Psalms of Faith, Ray Stedman tellsa story of a woman who had
been a school teacher for 25 years. When she heard about a job that would mean a
promotion, she applied for the position. However, someone who had been teaching
for only oneyear was hired ingead. Shewent to the principal and asked why. The
principal responded, " I'm sorry, but you haven't had 25 year s of experience asyou
claim; you've had only one year's experience 25 times." During that wholetime
theteacher had not improved.

We may have been Chrigtians for anumber of years; but unless...

a. We"add" to our faith these Chrig-like quaities with dl "diligence”

b. Weare amply repesting the first year over and over again!

[Isthe effort worth it? In the context of this passage (2 Pe 1:2-11) Peter provides five reasons why we
should "give dl diligence’ to grow in this knowledge of Jesus Chrid...]

II. REASONSTO GROW IN THE KNOWL EDGE OF JESUS
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A. GRACE AND PEACE ARE MULTIPLIED...

1. Grace and peace are common forms of greeting in the New Testament
a. Grace - agreeting which requests God's unmerited favor upon the person addressed
b. Peace - agreeting requesting the natural result of God's favor

2. Note that these two blessings are "multiplied” in the knowledge of Jesus Christ - 2 Pe 1:2
a.  All men experience God's favor and its result to some degree - cf. Mt 5:45
b. But only in Christ can one enjoy the "fulness’ of God's favor and peace - Ep 1:3; Ph 4:

6-7

-- If you desire God's grace and peace to be " multiplied” in your life, it isthrough the

knowledge (epignosis) of Jesus Christ; i.e., asyou become morelike Him!

B. ALL THINGSPERTAINING TO LIFE AND GODLINESS PROVIDED...

1. Wenotethat God provides dl things pertaining to life and godliness through the knowledge
(epignoss) of Him who cdled usto glory and virtue-2 Pe 1:3
a. Lifeinthiscontext refersto our spiritud life and well-being
b. Godliness refers to the pious conduct which comes out of devotion to God

2. Only aswe grow in this knowledge do we enjoy the true, full life available by God's divine
power!
a. Which includes "exceedingly great and precious promises' -2 Pe 1:4a
b. Which enables us to be "partakers of the divine nature’ - 2 Pe 1:4b
c.  Which can free us from the "corruption thet isin the world through lust” - 2 Pe 1:4c

-- If wededreto haveall that God offersrelated to life and godliness, it comesaswe
develop the Chrigt-like character!

C. SPIRITUAL "MYOPIA" AND "AMNESIA" AVOIDED...

1. Ourreigionisshortsightedif we are not growing in the knowledge of Jesud - 2 Pe 1:9a
a. For what isthe ultimate objective of being a Chrigtian?
b. Isit not to become like Chrigt?- cf. dso Ro 8:29; Co 3:9-11
c. Aswe have seen, thisiswhat it realy meansto grow in the knowledge of Christ

2. Falureto so grow indicates we have for gotten why we were redeemed by the blood of
Chrigtinthefirst placel - 2 Pe 1:9b
a. Tohaveour gnsforgiven, yes...
b. But aso to become what He wants us to be - like His Son!

--  Unlesswe want to be guilty of forgetfulness and shortsightedness, we need to grow
in the knowledge of Jesus Christ!

b. If you add to your fath virtue, tc.
c. If you abound in these eight graces

2. Thisdoes not mean we will never sin-cf. 1 Jn 1:8,10
a. Theword "sumble’ in Greek means "to fdl into misery, become wretched; cf. the loss

of savation” (Thayer)
b. Wewill never sumble so asto fal short of our ultimate salvation!

1. This"everlasting kingdom of our Lord and Savior Jesus Chrig” -2 Pe 1:11
a. Isthe"heavenly kingdom" referred to by Paul in 2 Ti 4:18
b. Inother words, the ultimate destiny of the redeemed!
2. Wha is meant by the idea of an "abundant entrance"?
a "You may be ableto enter, not as having escaped from a shipwreck, or from fire, but as
it wereintriumph.” (Bengd)
b. By possessng the eight graces, we will be ableto live victorioudy in thislife and to
joyoudy anticipate what liesahead - cf. 2 Ti 4:6-8

But one might ask: "What is
faith?"...]

|. THE DEFINITION OF FAITH

A. THE GREEK WORD ISPISTIS...
1. Thedefinition given by Greek scholars:
a. "afirm persuason, a conviction based upon hearing” (Vine)
b. "conviction of the truth of anything, beief" (Thayer)
2. Used primarily intwo waysinthe NT:
a.  Subjectively (thefaith we have)
1) Suchasour fathin God
a) "theconviction that God exists and is the creator and ruler of dl things, the
provider and bestower of eternd sdvation through Chrigt” (Thayer)
b) UsadthiswayinHe 11:6
2) Suchasour fathin Chrigt
a) "theconviction that Jesusis the Messiah, through whom we obtain eterna
sdvation in the kingdom of God" (Thayer)
b) Usadthisway in Ga 2:16
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b. Objectively (the object of our faith)
1) "the substance of Chrigtian faith or what is believed by Chrigians’ (Thayer)
2) Usadthisway in Ju 3
-- Wearefocusing on subjectivefaith (the faith we have) in this study

B. ASDESCRIBED IN THE BOOK OF HEBREWS...
1. Fathis"the substance of things hoped for" - He 11:1a
a. The NASB reads "the assurance of things hoped for"
b. TheNIV reads"being sure of what we hope for"
c. Fathisbeng confident that God will give uswhat is promised, and for which we hope
- cf. Abraham'sfaith, He 11:8
2. Fathis"the evidence of things not seen” - He 11:1b
a. The NASB reads "the conviction of things not seen’”
b. TheNIV reads"certain of what we do not see"
c. Fathishaving trust or confidence in things unseen by the human eye - again cf.
Abraham'sfaith - He 11:9-10
-- Faith isthereforethat confidence or trust in God and Christ, regarding things
promised or things not seen

C. FAITHISNOT CREDULITY...

1. Credulity inthe sense of "blind faith", trusting for no good reason

2. Many have this misconception of faith
a. That fathisbdieving in something without evidence
b. Asoneperson sad, "You just have to have faith”, rather than provide reasons for such

fath

3. Ye weshdl seelater that faith...
a. ..whiletruding in things not seen, with a conviction regarding things hoped for
b. ..isatrust and confidence based upon strong evidence!

[With this understanding of faith, one might dso ask: " Isfaith really that important?’ Yes
Congder how faith is demanded of us...]

II. THE DEMAND OF FAITH

A. ITISTHE FOUNDATION FOR A RELATIONSHIPWITH GOD...

1. Without faith, it isimpossible to please God
a Wemud bdievethat Heis-He 11:6
b. God has no pleasure in those lacking in faith - He 10:35-39

2. Fathisthe underlying dement in our salvation and service to God
a. Thekey tha unlocks the way to sdvation - Jn 1:12
b. The motivating force behind our life of service - Ga 2:20

--  Without faith, we can't even get started in our reationship with God!

B. ITISTHE CATALYST FOR POWER FROM GOD...
1. Thereispower available to those who believe - Ep 1:18-20
2. ltispower beyond our imagination - Ep 3:20-21
Growing In The Knowledge Of Jesus Christ 8
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a. Power that enables usto overcome - 1 Jn 5:4-5
b. Power that we should be careful about limiting -2 Ti 3:1-5
--  Growth requires power from God, and faith isrequired for such power!

[Can we gppreciate why Peter garts with "faith” in defining it what it means to grow in the knowledge of
Jesus Chrigt? It isthe very foundation upon which to build a close reaionship with God and Chridt!
But hereis another question: " How can we have faith?" ...]

[Il.THE DEVELOPMENT OF FAITH

A. DEVELOPING OUR FAITH...
1. Remember, faith isnot credulity (blind faith with no evidence)
a. Ingtead, faith is based upon the Word of God - Ro 10:17
b. TheWord of God provides evidence to produce faith - cf. Jn 20:30-31
c. Beddesthetestimony regarding the miracles of Jesus, other evidencesinclude:
1) Fulfilled prophecy concerning nations and the Messiah
2) The stientific foreknowledge of the Bible
3) Thehigh mord standard it contains
4) The continuity of the Bible despite it various sources
--  Whilewe may "wak by faith, and not by sght” (2 Co 5:7), itisnot truly a"blind faith”
2. Sincefaith (i.e, trut, confidence) comes through the Word of God...
a  Wemug bediligent in reading the Bible
b. Only then will our faith become stronger
-- Do we appreciate the value of the Word of God in producing the faith that
pleases Him?

B. MAINTAINING OUR FAITH...

1. Wemus guard againg the sin of unbelief - cf. He 3:12-14
a.  Many people losether faith, especidly when young
b. Fathismaintained through congtant reading or hearing of the Word

2. We can ds0 maintain faith through Paul's threefold directive- 1 Ti 6:9-12
a. Flee materialism - undue concern for things of thisworld undermine our faith
b. Pursuefaith - thiswe can do by feeding on God's word
c. Fight thegood fight of faith - the best defense is a good offense; be active in

propagating the faith - cf. Ju 3

-- Thenation of Israd lost it'sfaith in the wilderness, arewein danger of losing our

faith during our sojourn?

[Findly, athought or two about how faith in God manifests itsdf today...]

IV.THE DISPLAY OF FAITH

d. The command to be baptized for the remission of Sns- Ac 2:38; 22:16
-- Haveyou displayed faith by " obeying from the heart" the doctrine presented in the
gospel of Christ? - cf. Ro6:17

B. THROUGH LIVING FOR JESUS...

a Seeking firg the kingdom of God and His righteousness - Mt 6:33
b. Doingwhat Hesays- Lk 6:46
c. Obsarving dl that He commanded - Mt 28:20

|. THE DEFINITION OF VIRTUE

A. RARELY USED IN THE NEW TESTAMENT...

1. Paul usssitonce "..if thereisany virtue' - Ph 4:8

2. Peter usesit four times:
a. "..proclam the praises (virtue) of Him" - 1 Pe 2:9
b. "..who caled usby glory and virtue' -2 Pe 1:3
c. Twiceinourtext-2Pel:5

3. It has been varioudy trandated in our text as.
a. "goodness' (NIV)
b. "mord excdlence' (NASB)

4. It has been varioudy explained as
a "excdlence' (Wydiffe)
b. "manly excdlence' (JFB)
c. "courage, fortitude, vigor, energy” (Clarke, Barnes)

B. THE GREEK WORD ISARETE...
1. A.T.Robetson saysthat it isan "old word for any preeminence (mord, intellectud,
military)
2. The Greeks used the word:
a. To describe "any mentd excellence or mora quality or physica power” (Robertson)
b. To represent aconcept of "excellence’ in dl phases of life, to which they strove to attain
(menta, mord, physicd)
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C. MY UNDERSTANDING OF "VIRTUE" ...
1. It hasthe connotation of excellence, striving for mora perfection
2. The connection of virtue with fath:
a. Webeginwith faith (confidence and trust in God and Christ)
b. Wemus add the qudity of virtue (the desire to excd and be strong in our faith)

[Virtueisthe qudity of sriving for excellence in our faith-based relationship with God and Jesus Chridt.
That such aqudity is necessary to grow in the knowledge of Jesus should be evident...]

II. THE DEMAND OF VIRTUE

A. SPIRITUAL LIFE DEMANDSVIRTUE...
1. Without virtue, faith soon dies
a. Fath without worksisadead faith - cf. Ja 2:26
b. Whenfathisjoined by virtue (a desire for excdlencein our service to God)...
1) Our fath will be adynamic faith
2) For workswill certainly follow onewho is"striving for excellence”
2. Without virtue, we cannot grow
a.  Growing in the knowledge of Jesus requires.
1) "giving dl diligence’ - 2 Pe 1:5,10
2) That we"abound" inthese graces-2 Pe 1:8
b. Whenfathisjoined by virtue (striving for excdlence)...
1) Diligent effort will be made
2) Abounding in these graces will be the god of our faith

B. DISCIPLESHIP DEMANDSVIRTUE...
1. Chrig taught His disciplesto strive for excellence - Mt 5:48
a. Hedied to makeit possble- He 10:12-14
b. Heedablished offices (functions) in His church to ensureit - Ep 4:11-13
2. Paul consdered excdlence in disciples the objective of hisminigry - cf. Co 1:28-29
a. Hetherefore encouraged the Corinthiansto thisend-2 Co 7:1
b. Hetold Timothy that this was the design of Scripture-2 Ti 3:16-17

[How can we hope to grow as disciples, to truly come to know our Savior and Lord, unless we add to
our fath the qudity of virtue? Without astrong desire for excellence, epecidly in our relaionship with
Chrigt, our faith will be wesk and possibly die atogether! So let's consider...]

1. THE DEVELOPMENT OF VIRTUE

A. THE IMPORTANCE OF THE WORD...

1. The purpose or design of the Word isto make us perfect - 2 Ti 3:16-17

2. Give oursdlvesto reading and meditating upon it, and ...

3. We aretherefore encouraged to meditate upon that which contains virtue (as surdly the
Word does!) - Ph 4:8
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B. THE VALUE OF AN APOSTOLIC EXAMPLE...
1. We are dso encouraged to emulate Paul - Ph 4:9

He described and displayed his own gtriving for excellence - Ph 3:12-14
a. Never congder yoursdf as having reeched it - Ph 3:12a
1) Don't remain stisfied with the spiritua condition you arein
2) Admit that you dways have room to grow
b. Forget what liesbehind - Ph 3:13a
1) Don't rest on your "laurds’ (past accomplishments)
2) Don't dlow past "mistakes’ to prevent future progress
c. Reach forward to what lies ahead - Ph 3:13b
1) Look ahead with optimism
2) Keep your eye on the prize that awaits - cf. 2 Ti 4:8,18
d. Presson- Ph 3:12b,14
1) Never giveup
2) Belikethe runner in an endurancerace - cf. He 12:1-2

[Deveop this"mindset” (cf. Ph 3:15), and we will have developed the "arete” (virtue) our faith needsto
grow in the knowledge of Jesus Christ! Findly, athought or two aboui...]

INTRODUCTION

1. Weve seen that growing in the knowledge of Jesusis aprocess..
a. That beginswith the foundation of faith (trust, conviction)

2. Tofath and virtue we are told to add knowledge (2 Pe 1:5), which makes sense...

[Therefore knowledge is an essentid eement in growing in the knowledge of Jesus Chrigt. While that
may sound redundant, there is a subtle difference in two words trandated knowledge in our text. So
let'sfirst review...]

|. THE DEFINITION OF KNOWLEDGE

A. THE KNOWLEDGE (EPIGNOSS) OF JESUS CHRIST...
1. Asnoted in aprevious study, Peter uses the word "epignods’ in the phrase "the knowledge

agape - love which seeks the highest good of others
1) Not just friends, family, or brethren, but even enemies - cf. Mt 5:44
2) Thusitisahigher form of love than "brotherly kindness' (love of brothers)
